I am an epidemiologist whose work focuses on organ transplantation access and outcomes, and related populations. I have
published impactful papers studying long-term risk of kidney failure for living donors, and quantifying the relationship between
donor characteristics and expected recipient graft life. The effect of transplant policy on waitlist and post-transplant outcomes
(including equity in access to care) is another focus of mine; my current (2024) NIH-funded work is in designing novel
strategies for deceased donor organ allocation. I have been the lead statistician on several large clinical trials in transplantation.
In my role at the Center for Surgical and Transplant Applied Research (C-STAR) at NYU, I hope to expand my portfolio to
collaborate with researchers outside of the field of transplantation. The growing availability of large, rich EMR data
repositories, as well as breakthrough techniques in machine learning, make this an exciting time in population-based health
